2. The names and rankings of international sporting events for the disabilities are determined in accordance with Article 3 and Article 5 

of the Reward Regulations for Outstanding Athletes with Disabilities and their Accomplished Coaches 

3. The official competition events of the Olympic Games and the Asian Games are limited to the officially approved Olympic Games 

and Asian Games events of the most recent held edition or events officially confirmed by the Olympic Games or Asian Games 

organizing units at the time of competition. 

4. The Level E sporting events are limited to athletes under the guidance of teachers participating in sports competitions and achieving rankings 

before they can apply.
